Arena Art Group (AAG) was begun in 1951 by a small group of artists who 
gathered at the Arena Theatre in Rochester. They would display their artwork 
outdoors on easels during intermission. They were particularly interested in the 
new and unusual artwork coming out of Europe at that time. The Arena Group 
became the first art group in Rochester to promote contemporary art. Presently, 
the Arena Art Group lists 50 active members. We encourage any artist of like 
mind and energy to explore admittance. 
 
Over the years the Arena Art Group has exhibited in many of the Rochester area 
and Upstate N.Y. galleries and showcases. The City of Rochester is adorned 
by several artworks created by its members.

10-15 works – digital images on CD 
   Choose your strongest medium 
   Label and title each artwork 
   Include dimensions for each work 
   Note the year artwork was completed 

2-D crop image to show only work – (should be on gray or        
black background) 

   3-D may have different view of same piece 
   Arrange from most current work to 5 years prior 
   Label CD with your name and date

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Arena Art Group Membership Procedure 
 
 
Membership Chairperson checks packet and notifies artist of receipt of 
materials.  Membership Committee may request an interview with the 
applicant before recommending the artist to the next stage. When the 
application is completed the packet is presented to the Steering 
Committee for a vote. If the artist is accepted, the Steering Committee 
presents the artwork at the general group meeting for the group to vote 
on. Membership Chairperson will notify the artist within 48 hours of the 
decision.  If accepted as an Arena Art Group member, AAG requests one 
image to be used on the website. 
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
